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INT. A ROOM – DAY
Close up on the controls of an old style cassette recorder, as a hand comes into shot and presses “record” and “play”.

Wider shot of the table that the recorder is on, festooned with candles and bizarre chalk markings, probably involving pentagrams.

The room is lit only by the candles, as the curtains are drawn. A man sits at the table, speaking into a microphone. The man is dressed in a poor attempt at looking sinister. Black polo neck, gaudy necklace, stupid goatee beard. We catch him speaking a little Latin before the sound is turned down and a voiceover begins.




JEFF (V/O)

The process is quite simple. I record the curse onto a simple cassette. I then take the cassette and unspool it in the location where I wish the curse to take effect.

INT. THE SAME ROOM – DAY

The curtains are open and Jeff is sitting facing the camera, being interviewed. The interviewer is unseen. A caption appears at the bottom of the screen

CAPTION: JEFF D’DE-ATH, WICCAN




JEFF

I like to think I’m bringing witchcraft into the 21st century. Although tape had existed in Germany on an experimental basis since 1920, and commercially since its introduction at the Berlin Radio Exhibition in 1935. So I’m bringing it into, what, the first third of the 20th century? 
EXT. A STREET – DAY

We see Jeff unspooling his tape and arranging it around a parked car and a lamppost. The interviewer is still unseen.




JEFF (CONT)(V/O)

This is just a general curse, the satanic equivalent of junk mail or spam, I suppose.




INTERVIEWER (V/O)


So what happens now?




JEFF


Now we wait.

EXT. THE SAME STREET – DAY

Jeff and the crew are hiding. We are in a different position, but we can still see the tape fluttering in the breeze.

We see a member of the public from behind, walking towards the cassette.




INTERVIEWER (V/O)


And what will the effect of the curse be?




JEFF


Something Bad. Something very bad will happen.

The member of the public bends down to examine the tape.

Jeff lets out a blood-curdling cry and rushes out from his hiding place, running towards the other man while brandishing a cricket bat.

Confusion. Shouts of “No!” as the camera is jostled and we see members of the crew pelting after Jeff.

THE END
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
